ARMAND FREDERICK VALLEE

"It was in the early spring,
when the snow was very white,
and the first grass beautiful green.

Renowned artist Armand Frederick Vallée was born in Austria in 1921 to a family of renowned artists,
writers and musicians that spans back to the fifteenth century. He studied under Kolmsperger and Becker
at the Academy of Fine Art in Munich and then at the Academy in Dusseldorf before being drafted and sent
to Morth Africa in 1940, Vallée eeturned to his art impoverished but determined at the Academy of Artin
Vienna in 1945,

Valkie travelled around Europe practicing and exhibiting his art until he left for Canada in 1951 where he
would spend years capturing the Canadian wilderness on canvas. In Canada, Vallée balanced his time
between painting and making a living before returning to painting full time in 1962. He then journeyed to
the United States, painting his way down from Alaska to Mexico. Vallée passed away in his southern
California residence in February of 2009,

Valkée is known as a master of oil technigue, but is also highly recognized for his watercolors and
drawings. His outstanding work reflects the genuine devotion of a master to his art.

Contemporary: Vallée's contemporary paintings are the continual heart beat of his artistic life. The
contemporary collection is an umbrella for many groups and cycles spanning from his academic years to
his latest vears spent in southern California.

The Desert: Done in both realistic and contemporary styles, these paintings of the Anza-Bormego area ane
the artist™s testimonial to the ever-changing faces of the desert. Works include oil on Scottish canvas,

watercolors, and countless field sketches.

Native: Vallde intently studied Native American history and culture before beginning this series. The
paintings represent native beliefs, religious wealth and spiritual freedom.  Painted betwesn 1979 and 1983,
there are forty paintings including oil on canvas, on canvas board, watercolor and mixed technigue.

Rebekah: The artist”s most intimate work, these sketches come from his own early war memories and his
wife"s experiences relating to the Holocaust This includes thirty works on French paper, mixed technique,
watercolor, gouache, and some India ink.

Kananaskis: This series includes paintings from the beautiful Kananaskis region of the Canadian Rockies.
It comprises of numerous oil paintings on Scottish hand woven canvas, watercolors and sketches from field
trips and outdoor work.
